The Township Council is actively pursuing plans for a municipal complex.  By the 
time this newsletter reaches you, a presentation before Council and the public will 
have been made from four of the selected architects.  Upon the presentation, Council 
will collectively agree upon the selection of an architect that will best suit 
Moorestown’s needs.  Council has unanimously agreed that the Town Hall center 
should remain at the current site.  Hence, following selection of an architect, 
discussions concerning feasibility of a refurbished Town Hall versus new 
construction will begin.   
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Council has been continuously working on developing regulations to help improve 
the Camden Avenue corridor.  The ultimate goal is to rezone the area so that it all 
falls under uniform zoning regulations (currently three different zones exist) and to 
encourage desirable types of appropriate business uses in the area.  Any changes in 
zoning will not diminish the rights of existing uses; they will only help to enhance 
the future of the area.  Council seeks public participation and it would like you to 
listen to what is being proposed and to provide input concerning same.  Notice of a 
public meeting, tentatively in May at the Lenola Firehouse, will be sent to the local 
newspapers; so, please keep a watchful eye and become part of the process.   
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Volunteerism of an individual’s time and knowledge is a priceless gift to a community.  
This act is a thread that is woven into the intricate fabric of a healthy community.  This 
goodwill should be recognized and therefore, the Township Council will proclaim the week 
of May 12th Board and Committee Members Appreciation Week.  We ask the people of 
Moorestown to take heart to the words of Sir Winston Churchill, “We make a living by 
what we get, but we make a life by what we give” and, in your travels, thank those Board 
and Committee Members who serve our community so diligently and unselfishly.  Retired 
members will be presented with a small token of appreciation at the May 12th meeting.

SUMMER LAWN WATERING RESTRICTIONS 

The Township is enforcing mandatory “odd-even” sprinkling 
restrictions.  Under these restrictions, homeowners with odd-
numbered addresses can water their lawns on odd-numbered 
days; likewise, with even-numbered addresses.  Automatic  
sprinkling systems are prohibited everyday between 9am and 
5pm.  Hand-held watering is legal during daytime hours on 
the correct day.  These restrictions are effective May 1st 
through September 30th.   We would like to thank you for 
your anticipated cooperation.  If you have any questions, 
please call Public Works at 235-3520.  Please be aware, that 
while Moorestown has set forth local policies, any provisions 
set forth by the State of New Jersey during the warm months 
will be in addition to and will supersede the local policies. 

 
PROPERTY TAX REIMBURSEMENT 

The Property Tax Reimbursement Program reimburses 
eligible senior citizens and disabled persons for property tax 
increases. The amount of the reimbursement is the difference 
between the amount of property taxes that were due and paid 
in the "base year" (the first year that you met all the eligibility 

requirements) and the amount due and paid in the current year for 
which you are claiming the reimbursement, provided the amount 
paid in the current year was greater.  
 
You must meet all the eligibility requirements for the base year and 
for each succeeding year, up to and including the current year to 
qualify for the reimbursement.  Income eligibility limits for the 
Property Tax Reimbursement Program have been increased for tax 
year 2007. As a result, you may be eligible for a reimbursement for 
2007 even if you were not eligible in prior years because your 
income was above the previous limits.  Eligible applicants must file 
the 2007 Property Tax Reimbursement Application on or before 
June 2, 2008.  For full details or application information please visit

The Presidential Primary was held in 
February.  Therefore, in June, voters will 
be voting for State and Local Officials, 
including members of Township Council 
and County Committee. 
 
The Primary Election is held to determine 
the final Democrat and Republican 
candidates to be placed on the ballot in 
the General Election.  Therefore, you can 
only vote republican or democrat in the 
Primary Election; and you can only vote 
the party you are registered as.  If you are 
“undeclared” (meaning you are not 
affiliated with either party), you may vote 
either way (R or D) at the polls, but once 
you place that vote, you declare that party.  
If you wish to change that party, you have 
to file an application called a “Party 
Declaration” form.  The last day to 
change your party affiliation was April 
14, 2008.  If you changed your party 

affiliation to vote in the Presidential 
Primary, as many voters did, and you did 
not file a Party Declaration form since 
then, you are the party declared at that 
time.  If you are unsure of your party, you 
may call the Municipal Clerk’s office to 
find out.
