LEAF COLLECTION  
‘Tis the season for leaf collection, so please remember to follow these important rules. 

·  As per the Code of the Township of Moorestown, Chapters 92-17 and 92-22, leaves may NOT be placed in the street or travel way and 
pursuant to State Storm water Management Regulations, leaves may NOT be placed within 10’ of storm drain inlets.  Rainfall and 
melting snow must be able to flow down the street and into the storm inlet.   

·  Never let your children play in leaf piles in or near the street. 
·  Travel a safe distance from leaf collection vehicles and do not attempt to pass these vehicles while they are operating. 
·  To help our crews perform in a safe and efficient manner, please do not park on the street during your collection week, if at all possible. 

Please remember,  
·  There may be times when the quantity of leaves in one area is so heavy that the leaf collection crews will need to spend additional time in 

that area.  Please be patient.  The crews will move into your area as close to the schedule as possible.   
·  There may also be times when the crews get behind schedule due to the weather conditions and equipment problems. 
·  Street sweeping is part of the leaf collection process.  Since the street sweeper moves at a slower pace and the operator must wait until the 

area is clear of all leaves, street cleanup will often take longer than pickups. 
·  An early snowfall seriously hampers our leaf collection efforts as those same trucks and employees will be needed to plow the streets. 
·  Residents may dispose of leaves on Saturdays between noon and 4pm at the compost facility, located on Creek Road, between Borton 

Landing and Centerton Roads. 
·  The 2008 Fall Leaf Collection Schedule for your area will be mailed and posted on the website in the near future.

What’s in a Name?

What is your name?  Your name is the name printed on your birth certificate or the 
name as you may have had it “legally” changed by a Court of Law.  In addition, your last 
name changes when you get married, if you so choose.  In that case, your birth certificate 
and marriage certificate, together, constitute proof of your name change.   
 
What is not your name? Unfortunately, your 
name is not necessarily what your family and 
friends have called you all your life; nor is it 
your confirmation name.  Some people, after 
marriage, like to drop their middle name, 
insert their maiden name and add their 
married last name; unfortunately, this is a 
fictitious (made up) name and is not a legal 
name.  Moreover, changing the spelling of 
your name, by dropping or changing a letter 
here and there, does not add up to your legal 
name either. 

 
Who is the Registrar and why is she telling me what my name is?  I know my name!  
Well, I pass this information on to you because in my capacity as the Registrar of Vital 
Statistics, I see, first hand, on a daily basis, how people (innocently) change their name and 
how it causes havoc and frustration for them when they need to obtain important 
documentation, such as a certified copy of a birth, death or marriage record (usually when 
time is of the essence) and a delay is had because one’s current identification, which is 
needed to obtain the documentation, does not match their birth record.  In these days of post 
9-11 and identity theft, your personal identification is very important and examined by 
authorities in almost all transactions.  If these documents do not match, although we might 
understand your circumstance and want to help, we cannot process your paperwork.  
Believe it or not, this is for your own protection.  So, I write this article in an attempt to 
encourage you to get your personal identification documents in order and to understand 
what your legal name is.  In addition, if something were to happen to you, and your family 
members are left with the responsibility of processing your belongings, it is certain to be an 
arduous experience for them, if your name is inconsistent.   This article is submitted to be 
helpful and, perhaps, an eye-opener for you.  It is important to use your proper legal name 
when filing legal documentation.  So, to answer the first question raised in the title of this 
article, What’s in a Name, the answer is your identity; your name is your identity and it 
should not be confused.

Tax Appeals and the Credit Process 
A Message from Dennis DeKlerk, Tax Assessor 

Advice to residents anticipating tax bill credits due to a reduced assessment by appeal 
to the Burlington County Board of Taxation. 

On July 15, the last tax appeal hearings occurred at the Burlington County Board of 
Taxation.  In all, there were four days related to property tax appeals for Moorestown 
Township.  The dates were June 12, 19, 20 and July 15.  All assessment reductions will 
be used to credit the 2008 taxes.   
 
The Township of Moorestown Tax Collector has a 46-day “holding period” for any 
judgment issued by the Tax Board.  This period commences with the date of mailing of 
the judgment.  For judgments issued on June 12 and 19, the holding period has lapsed so 
appropriate credits have been applied to 3rd and 4th quarter taxes.  Since the holding 
period for the June 20 and July 15 judgments has not lapsed, the tax bills were issued 
unadjusted.  Residents receiving such bills need not be concerned as a second duplicate 
bill will be issued, after the holding period lapses, giving full tax appeal credit on the 4th 
quarter due in November.
